Boys and Girls

Aim: to get young people to explore what pop culture is saying about boy-girl relationships, especially what is directed towards them as teenagers. Assist them to critique their culture by bringing in God’s vision for friendship and for male-female relationships. An introduction to a later session on sexuality.

Some games (unrelated to the topic)

Large group: bang, duck duck goose. Teddy bear name project. Opposite rotation challenge.

Small group: spoons, Noddee Noddoes market, crossed uncrossed, 

Session:

1. Give boys and girls magazines and invite people to tear out pages which show images of what’s meant to be attractive in men and women, or which describe relationships. 

2. Group sharing about the results.

3. Play Good Charlotte’s song “Boys and Girls” – give out lyrics. 

4. Discussion – what kind of relationships does the song describe (superficial). What does the song say is the result of living this way? (“losing your soul in a material world”)

5. What do you find attractive in the opposite sex. Affirm answers which are about personality. character and virtue. 

6. Ask: what part does physical attractiveness play? (gets you to notice the person). 

7. Ask: do you think God designed us this way? (yes). 

Prayer: Get the group in a circle, turn lights off. Light candle. Jim or Joe to open in prayer while holding the candle. Pass the candle around the circle, inviting each person to pray as they hold the candle, either quietly or out loud, with a focus on relationships. Jim or Joe to wrap up prayer at the end.
